Reflections must be submitted to David Tabak, Open Mic Coordinator by
5:00 pm on September 25.    
Coordinator retains the right to ask for revisions or exclude any piece that
doesn’t meet the stated guidelines or is submitted after the deadline. 
Submissions will be considered on a first-come first-served basis.
